Updates
· The $3.5 Trilli0n “Human Infrastructure” bill is moving in Congress.  It will take 100%
 of Democrats to vote in favor.  Will see if that happens.  Biggest problem, most of
 the funding for this ambitious legislation
· largely from real estate & investments.  Reduce or eliminate 1031 exchanges,
·  increase capital gain taxes, not allow stepped up basis on death – which will 
· make it impossible to pass homes, properties to heirs – sale will be necessary
·  to cover the taxes. 
·  NAR is watching this closely &  advocating for real estate interests.
· Locally, XCEL is still a problem.  AMGD has brought together developers, builders,
 Realtors, to work for a settlement.  We are not at all certain of this outcome. 
                  Xcel’s position on charges, sub-standard utility contractors, arbitrary charges to 
developers,  trying to eliminate natural  gas to homes& businesses will have
a huge impact on our market.  
· Selenium Ruling which just came from CDPHE is being protested by many entities
 & organizations in Mesa County.  These standards regulate 14 entry points of
stormwater & drainage  into the Colorado River. The natural selenium in our soil
 will make standards unattainable.  Again – more costs fall on developers, builders
 & will ultimately be paid by buyers of homes & commercial buildings.
                  Mike Foster has been working diligently on this complicated issue.
